8.1 Community Alcohol & Drug Services Shetland (CADSS)

Linda Grey updated members.  UK Drug Policy Commission are to visit Shetland to undertake research as part of a project looking at stigma, particularly in remote and rural areas.  2 focus groups to be held at the end of August, 1 with FAB and 1 with male current/ex drug users.
FAB is to be advertised in the Shetland Times.  A discussion was held regarding the media and some of the challenges still faced re reporting of alcohol and drug issues and how this impacts on clients/families etc.

Staff training was highlighted as an issue.  Ms. Smith informed members of the Scottish Governments Workforce Development Plan that is currently being developed.

Scottish Drug Recovery Consortium exists to tackle stigma.  Members suggested inviting Dougie Paterson, Programme Director to Shetland.  Ms. Smith will extend an invitation.
